Copying FED LOG discs to the Hard drive of your local machine or server.

By copying the FED LOG discs to a hard drive you can eliminates swapping discs or needing the actual discs to run FED LOG.  If the discs are copied to a sever this will allow multiple users to access FED LOG.  Follow these instructions for copying discs to your hard drive:  For this example we will assume you are copying to your C:\Program Files\FED LOG\ folder.
1. First you will need to figure out where you want the FED LOG discs to reside.  The five disc set is approximately 3.14GB in size so you will need a drive with at least this much space available on it.  To find out the amount of available space you have on a drive, double-click My Computer, highlight a drive, right-click and select Properties.  You should see Free Space which must be greater than 3.14GB.

2. Once you’ve found a drive with available space you will want to create the folders.  You will need to create a single folder for each disc you have.  For this example we will assume C:\.  Double-click My Computer, double-click the C:\ drive.  You will now see a list of the folders on your C:\ drive.  Double-click on PROGRAM FILES.  Go to File, New, Folder and name it FED LOG.   Make sure you type it as 2 words (FED LOG).  This is the folder that will hold the path locations and any temp files FED LOG uses. 

3. At this point you will want to create the folders that will be underneath your FED LOG folder.  It makes sense to name these folders, Disc1, Disc2, Disc3 etc.  Click File, New, Folder and name it Disc1.  Click File, New, Folder and name this one Disc2.  Repeat this step until you have created a folder for each disc.  When you are done you should have a C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG folder with folders underneath for each disc.  Leave this window open and go on to the next step.

4. Put Disc 1 into your CD-ROM drive.  If the disc autoruns and brings up the FEDLOAD screen, just click Cancel.

5. Double-click My Computer.  You will now have 2 windows open.  The one you opened to make the folders and this one.

6. You should now see your CD-ROM drive with a letter associated with it.  Look for FED followed by some numbers.  (i.e. FEDD090104)  Right-click on this drive and select Open (do not double-click or the autorun feature will launch the application.  If this happens click Cancel again and repeat this step) 

7. Go to Edit, Select All, Edit, Copy.  This will select all of the files on Disc 1and copy them to the Clipboard.  Go to the other window and highlight the C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC1 folder and select Edit, Paste.  This will now start copying the files from the CD in the CD-ROM drive to your C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC1 folder on your hard drive.

8. When Disc 1 is finished copying the data to your hard drive you will want to eject Disc 1 and put Disc 2 into the CD-ROM.  Go back to Step 5 and follow the same steps but make sure you paste DISC 2 into the DISC2 folder and Disc 3 into the DISC3 folder etc.

9.  Once you are finished copying each disc to its own folder, then you will want to go to the location of the Disc1 folder on your machine.  In this case C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC1.  Look for the Setup.exe file.  If you don’t see a Setup.EXE than go to Tools, Options (or Folder Options), go to the View tab, and make sure there is no check mark next to “Hide extensions for known file types.”  Once you have located the Setup.exe, double-click it and select the “I Agree, Continue” (NOT “I Agree, Install with Defaults”) then select Next, then Abbreviated, Next and then accept the defaults for the rest of the setup.

10. Once the setup has finished, you should have a FED LOG icon on your desktop.  If not you can create a shortcut to the Wint32.exe file in the folder you copied Disc 1 to.   Right-click your Desktop and select New, Shortcut, browse to C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC1 folder and you should see Wint32.exe, Double-click it and finish out the shortcut.  When you double-click your shortcut it should find all the discs for you.  If not click the Disc 2 button and browse out to the C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC2 folder and select the FEDLOG.002 file.  Then click the Disc 3 button and browse out to the C:\PROGRAM FILES\FED LOG\DISC3 folder and select the FEDLOG.003 file etc.  Do this for the rest of the discs until you have all green check marks for each disc you have copied.
