How to import information from FED LOG Batch into Excel
1. Select Field Delimited or fixed field as your output format. (Field delimited is the most recommended).
2. Select all of the fields you would like to see in your output list and save the job. If you would like to change your delimiter or suppress the quotes you may do so now, but pay attention to your output file as to avoid confusion when importing. For example, if your delimiter is a comma, you will want to make sure to NOT suppress the quotation marks otherwise the information will not import into the correct colums.

3. Save and run the job.

4. Open up Excel. (Using the Browse output viewer in Batch is not recommended here because it does not bring up the text import wizard).

5. File open to find your output.FLO you are importing. Make sure to look in the correct directory (default is the C:\fedlog97 directory) and you are reading all files. The import wizard will open up as soon as you open or double click on your file. 

6. Designate what type of file you are using delimited or fixed field. Click next.

7.  Tell Excel what delimiter you selected from Batch. Remember to deselect the tab. Click next.

8.  Designate how you would like your columns to be read in Excel by highlighting the column and selecting one of the followin; general, text, date. Click finish. The data appears in columns for you to align, sort, add, bold or whatever other formating options you need to set up with your data.
