How to Load FEDLOG Discs onto Your Hard Drive (for “easy” access)

1. To determine how much hard drive space you have, double click on My Computer.  Right-click your C drive, or the drive you will be copying the discs too, and select Properties.  This screen displays how much free space you have.  You will need about 3 GB of space for all 4 discs. If you do not have this much space, download as many CDs as you can starting with CD 1. 

2. Next you need to add new folders for each of the discs to the drive you will be copying to.  Select the drive, usually C or D, choose File: New: Folder. Name the first folder fedlog1 or disc1 whichever you prefer. Do the same process for CDs 2-4. 

3. Put CD 1 into your CD-ROM drive. Double click on My computer and open the disc1 folder. Leave open.

4. Double click on my computer again, then double click on the CD-ROM drive to open the contents of the CD. 

5. Choose Edit: Select all, then Edit: copy to copy the contents from the CD to the clipboard. 

6. Click in the Disc1/fedlog1 folder and select Edit: Paste. This will copy all the contents from CD 1 to the folder on your hard drive.

7. After this is done put disc 2 into your CD-ROM and go through the same process. (i.e. follow instructions #3 - #6).

8. Before you have access to the program, you need to install it from the SETUP.EXE in disc1/fedlog1 folder. Double click to open the installation wizard. 

9. You have two options: Install with defaults or agree and install. The default option installs all of the FED LOG executables under your Start/Programs menu and creates a FEDLOG folder to save all of your options. 

10. If you just agree, click next, it gives you options of different installations depending on your specific needs and computer space. You may also elect to save it to another drive or path. Click finish. (There is no longer a separate setup for discs 5 and 6.)

11. To open the Interactive program either double click on the desktop icon or go to your Start button, Programs, Fedlog, Fedlog Interactive.  

12. The CD Scanning console is the first screen to appear.  If you have green checks you are OK and you may continue. If red Xs are displayed, you need to point the program to where your information is loaded on your hard drive. 

13. Click on the button that says Disc 1.  It will take you to a screen that says “Open” at the top.  Then where it says, “Look In” you will want to point it to the drive you copied the files onto.

14. Double click on Disc1/fedlog1.  This opens the contents, find the executable fedlog.001, and double click. You return to the CD Scanning console with a path listed next to Disc 1 and a green check next to it.  Repeat this process with each disc.  The file you are looking for in each disc will be called fedlog.002 for disc 2, fedlog.003 for disc 3, and fedlog.004 for disc 4.

15. After all of this is completed, you will be ready to use the program.
